200 children and adults from 25 charities supported by Tan Chin Tuan Foundation (TCTF) demonstrated
their talents in a More Than Words Showcase on 8 September. They include students from Persatuan
Pemudi Islam Singapura (PPIS) who presented a theater performance of The Little Prince.

Themed “True Colours, True Hearts”, the “show-and-tell” performance by children for children was held
at the Lee Kong Chian Centre for Performing Arts at Anglo-Chinese School (Independent). The children
performed for an audience of over 850 individuals - from 50 organisations in the non-profit sector and
beyond.

Most importantly, the journey
affirmed their dreams of a brighter future for themselves.

After the showcase, each child took home a More Than Words Book, “True Colours, True Hearts” gifted
by TCTF to guests.
